School Bus Procedures:

The most dangerous aspect of a
school bus ride is loading and
disembarking. The danger zone is the area
on all sides of the bus where students are
not seen by the driver. This area is
approximately ten feet in front and on the
sides of the bus and any area behind the bu
Students typically are injured because they
hurry on and off the bus and act before they
think. Also they assume motorists will see
them and yield, and do not always stay
within sight of the bus driver.

Students should always walk in front
of the bus and never behind it. Walk on the
sidewalk or side of the road and wait at a
point that is in front of the bus stop and
away from the street. Always make sure the
driver can see the student and wait for the
driver to signal before crossing in front of
the bus. At the same time make sure the bus
signals are flashing. Always be alert to
traffic especially in the morning when light
and vision are limited.

Please remind students to follow safe
bus procedures when riding to and from
school. Often students will practice unsafe
behaviors which can seriously affect the
trip. Always follow the rules the driver
communicates. Please stay seated, face
forward at all times and never stand, even
when the bus comes to a stop. Be respectful
of peers and the driver and limit the level of
noise. Loud noises and unnecessary
commotion can impact the safe passage for
each student. No food or drink is allowed
and respect for bus property is important to
reinforce. Riding the school bus is a
privilege not a right. Students who
compromise safety rules could jeopardize
this privilege. Parental support and
reinforcement can go a long way to ensuring
a safe and uneventful bus ride each day.
